“We are so fortunate that the Borough
of Watchung has successfully worked with a
community partner to find us a space for
temporary library service. We will still be able to
connect with our customers in Watchung while
we wait for the new library to take shape.”

“Thanks to the work of Mayor Jubin, the
Watchung Council, Township Administrator Jim
Damato, and especially the generosity of Frank
Bisignano, SCLSNJ will open a temporary
library in Watchung,” said Manny Miracle,
branch manager. “The Library will provide
access to amenities, including: a boutique
collection of new books, magazines and movies
available for onsite borrowing, as well as access
to critical services such as holds pickup,
computer access, printing, and photocopier
services.”

Continued Miracle, “Additionally, the Library
will host smaller programs at the temporary
location and thanks to Wilson Memorial Church,

we are thrilled to offer larger library programs such as One Man
Sideshow on June 15 at the church’s Fisher Hall.

WHAT IS A FIRE OFFICIAL?

The primary responsibility of the Fire Official
is the enforcement of the New Jersey Uniform
Fire Code and other local fire safety regulations.
This includes Fire investigations to determine
origin and cause; Fire permit control;

Fire safety complaints; Inspections of life
hazard uses; and Inspections of nonlife hazard
uses (A building or structure that does not
constitute a potential risk to human life, public
welfare, or firefighters, but must be registered to
track inspections with the NJ Division of Fire
Safety)

Building/Construction Department is
responsible for the administration of zoning and
property maintenance regulations as well as the
issuance of building permits. Building permits
are generally required for any building, structural,
electric, HVAC, and plumbing projects. They can
include projects such as: new buildings or
structures; additions to a building; structural
alterations to a building or structure; interior
modifications and changes to a floor plan; etc.
