Members of the
Watchung Rescue Squad will remember the life
of Mr. Barry Hunsinger and honor all the
volunteers of the Watchung Community.

Barry was born in Overlook Hospital and grew
up in Watchung. After a brief period in Roselle
Park, he returned to Watchung, where he was an
active member of the community throughout the
remainder of his life. He was deeply involved in
all Watchung sports and was a familiar face
behind the counter at the snack shack at football
games. Barry also worked to better the
educational opportunities for future generations
by co-founding the Watchung Educational
Foundation, and serving on the WHRHS Board
of Education for many years.

With his foresight and compassion, Barry laid
a strong foundation for preparedness and
responsiveness by improving vital steps of
Watchung’s emergency infrastructure. His active
involvement within the Janet Memorial Fund
inspired him to push for AEDs to be installed in
all Watchung schools. He also advocated for CPR
training for all teachers and staff in the event of
an emergency. As an IT professional, he often
offered his skills for both the WPD and WFD,
fixing technical mishaps and computer systems.
While every part of Barry’s help was appreciated
then, the true scale of his efforts have become
even clearer now.

Beyond his numerous contributions to the
Borough throughout his life, Barry is most
remembered for his ability to connect with almost
anyone he interacted with. He had a large heart
and a passion for his community that was
contagious to all who knew him. Barry is just one
example of the countless individuals who made
a lasting impact within Watchung.

This year, the Rescue Squad would also like to
honor all the unsung heroes of the past, present,
and future who volunteer countless hours of their
time to the community. At the core of each
committee and organization are people shaping
Watchung for the better. Their contributions are
integral in making Watchung a true home for us
all.
