Chief David Hart has announced that the
Linden Police Department has launched a new
citizen satisfaction and feedback solution that
uses text messaging to allow citizens the
opportunity to provide feedback after
interacting with Police.

“Effectively engaging with the community
we serve is an essential part of our mission,”
said Chief Hart. “This software uses customer
service principles commonly used in the
private sector to improve communication with
citizens and enhance their experience with
Police. We expect this program will provide
important insight and significantly aid our
efforts to provide top-level service to our
community.”

The software, PowerEngage, sends text

message-based surveys to community
members following an interaction with Police.
These messages ask community members to
answer a few questions about their experience
and allows them to provide their own
comments, feedback or even have an
opportunity to thank the responding officer.
Community members who do not want to
participate can simply not respond or reply
with STOP to opt themselves out of all future
text surveys from the department.
