THERAYOUTH CELEBRATES THREE YEARS OF
TRANSFORMING CHILDREN’S LIVES

In just three years, the TheraYouth Foundation
has become a beacon of hope for families across
New Jersey struggling to secure essential therapy
services for their children.

Physical therapist Dr. Irina Marcoff, DPT,
founded TheraYouth to address a troubling
reality: too many children with treatable
conditions were being left behind. Long waitlists
for public Early Intervention and school-based
services; a shortage of pediatric providers
accepting Medicaid; and the high cost of private
therapy (often exceeding $125 per session);
placed critical care out of reach for hundreds of
families.At its Elizabeth, NJ clinic, TheraYouth
provides affordable physical, occupational, and
speech therapy to disadvantaged children, more
than 90% of whom rely on Medicaid. Since its

inception, over 113 patients have “graduated”
from therapy.

The impact of timely intervention is
undeniable. One young patient, unable to crawl
or walk due to congenitally weak neck muscles,
faced the risk of permanent disability due to
delays in care. After just four months of physical
therapy at TheraYouth, he graduated from
treatment, able to walk normally.

Unfortunately, demand continues to outpace
resources with more than 400 children on
TheraYouth’s waitlist for services. The
foundation operates entirely through donations,
community partnerships, and fundraisers.

On March 21st, TheraYouth will host a benefit
concert to raise vital funds for pediatric therapy
services.
